Hussite Tabor - its mission and objectives

Since 1978, the Hussite Tabor journal has endeavoured to establish a
publishing platform for interdisciplinary research into the Hussite movement
and the Czech reformation, their medieval roots and traditions in the historical
memory of the Czech state, the countries which formed the movement and ethnic
groups which had inhabited this area. Since its foundation, the journal has
systematically maintained the importance of profound understanding of the other
life of Hussitism; moreover, it discarded the idea of the unified Hussite
revolutionary tradition, while observing various attempts and efforts to update
thoughts and ideas of both Jan Hus and the Hussite movement in the course of
centuries in particular historical circumstances.

The end of the Middle Ages and the beginning of the Modern Era represent
the key phase in the Czech history, as it constituted the basis of the historical
memory of the nation and its identification. The period also brought in formation
of a number of original cultural and historical roots of the Czech nation in the
context of the community of European nations. Accordingly, the Hussite Tabor
journal adopted the task of introducing results of its research into Hussitism in
the wide spatial, temporal and methodical contexts on a regular annual basis. We
understand Hussitism as a phenomenon influenced by the history of the whole of
Europe and, vice versa, a phenomenon influencing Europe as well. Hussitism 1is
closely linked with many features of the medieval European civilization, and the
way 1t has been formed from the very beginning. Hussitism — thanks to Czech
and European Reformation — has become a firm part of the Modern Era with its
heritage alive even today in a strikingly varied form of “a new life”. All the same,
Hussitism is connected not only with faith or religious history, but also with the
history of ideas (intellectual history), mentalities, everyday life, military affairs,
material culture, arts and the “classical” history of important events and leading
personalities. Here, historians, archivists, archaeologists, theologians and
philosophers get together, enabled — thanks to this approach — to view these
problems in many aspects. The Husitsky Tabor journal is the only Czech
scholar journal, focusing on such a broad interdisciplinary cooperation in
research of the aforementioned historic events. We believe this approach brings
in ever-lasting inspiration for research and contemplation of historic fates of the

whole nations and individuals alike.



Husitsky Tabor - cile a poslani

Husitsky Tabor (HT) je casopis, ktery jiz od roku 1978 usiluje o vytvoreni
publika¢ni zakladny pro interdisciplinarni badani o husitském hnuti a ceské
reformaci, jejich stredovékych korenech a pozdéjsich tradicich v historické pameéti
ceského statu, zemi, jez ho tvorily, a etnik, ktera tento prostor obyvala. Od svého
vzniku Husitsky Tabor soustavné odmital predstavu o jednotné tradici
husitstvi a sledoval rtizné pokusy a snahy o aktualizaci myslenek a dila Jana
Husa, jakoz 1 Husovych néasledovniki v prabéhu staleti a v konkrétnich
historickych souvislostech.

Obdobi konce stredovéku a zacatku novoveku predstavuje klicovou etapu v
ceskych déjinach, v niz se tvoril zaklad historické pameéti naroda. Odtud vyrustaji
mnohé svébytné kulturni a historické koreny ceského etnika ve spolecenstvi
evropskych narodu. éasopis Husitsky Tabor si proto klade za cil v pravidelné
jednoleté periodé zpristupnovat vysledky studia husitstvi v sirokém kontextu
prostorovém, c¢asovém a metodickém. Husitstvi je zde chapano jako fenomén
ovlivinovany déjinami celé Evropy a sam Evropu ovlivnujici. Souvisi s mnoha rysy
stredoveké evropské civilizace, jak se utvarela jiz od svych pocatka. Diky sepéti s
evropskou reformaci se husitstvi stalo 1 soucasti éry novovéku a jeho odkaz
pretrvava do nasi soucasnosti v pozoruhodné rozmanité podobé ,druhého zivota“.

Husitstvi pritom neni spojeno jen s nabozenskymi déjinami, ale také
s déjinami ideji (mysleni), mentalit, kazdodennosti, vojenstvi, hmotné kultury,
umeéni a také s déjinami velkych udalosti a velkych osobnosti. Na tomto poli se
stretavaji historikové, archivari, archeologové i1 znalci déjin teologie a filozofie.
Husitsky Tabor je jediny cesky védecky casopis, ktery se zameéruje na takto
sirokou mezioborovou spolupraci déjepisnych disciplin pri zkoumani danych
historickych jeva. Takovy postoj umoznuje, jak vérime, prinaset stalou inspiraci
